▪ Adults (18+) determined to have a Serious Mental Illness (SMI)
▪ Children (17 and under) identified as having a Serious Emotional Disturbance (SED)
▪ Individuals experiencing a First Episode Psychosis (FEP)

WHAT IS THE MENTAL HEALTH BLOCK GRANT (MHBG)? 
The Mental Health Block Grant provides funding for uninsured or underinsured Non-TXIX members with specific 
mental health needs. The MHBG aims to reduce reliance on psychiatric inpatient services by providing effective 
community-based services for adults determined SMI or children identified as SED.
