
WHAT IS THE SUBSTANCE ABUSE BLOCK GRANT (SABG)? 

The Substance Abuse Block Grant provides funding for uninsured or underinsured Non-TXIX members who need treatment  
services for a diagnosed Substance Use Disorder (SUD) which includes Alcohol, Marijuana, Opiates/Heroin, Prescription 
Drugs, Tobacco, Cocaine, Methamphetamine, and any other illicit substances. 

WHO IS ELIGIBLE FOR SABG SERVICES? 
Individuals must have used a substance within the last 12 months, unless they are on maintenance MAT or they have been 
incarcerated for greater than 12 months and were using prior to incarceration: 

▪ Pregnant women/teenagers who use drugs by injection

▪ Pregnant women/teenagers who use substances

▪ Other persons who use drugs by injection

▪ Women/teenagers with dependent children and their families, including those attempting to regain custody of children

▪ All other individuals with SUD as funding is available
